26th SEA Games Opens

PALEMBANG —Indonesia turned a football field into a canvass where it painted a colourful history for Southeast
Asian neighbours to marvel at and welcome them to 11 days of games and goodwill.

The stirring combination of sights and sounds made the opening ceremonies of the 26th Southeast Asian
Games on Friday at the Jakabaring Sports City Main Stadium one of the best ever.

Months of preparations by the organizers paid off as the audience, including high-ranking government
officials, some 3,000 athletes and sports officials and other guests were treated to a spectacular show and
cultural feast that lasted three hours.

Indonesian President Susilo Bambang Yudhoyono led the hosts who embraced all the participants as he
formally declared the Games open. But he was beaming the most when his own composition, “United and
Rising,” which also happens to be the Games’ theme, was sung by local hit crooner Joy Tobing simultaneously
with a fireworks display near the end of the programme.

Indonesian Olympic chief and Organizing Committee Co-Chairperson Rita Subowo and Minister of Youth
and Sports Andi Malangareng took turns giving speeches, similarly exhorting the participants to give their all
while preserving the decades-old friendship of the Southeast Asian countries.

The traditional parade of athletes, staged in English alphabetical order with the hosts coming in last, the oath
of sportsmanship from team representatives and referees were also held, as well as the lighting of the Games
flame.

The Philippine delegation like the ten other member countries marched alongside a float representing a
known landmark, in the case of the Filipinos, the Rizal Monument at the center of the Luneta or Rizal Park

in Manila.

Before all those were song and dance numbers performed by various artists, highlighted by Agnes Mojica,
of the host nation, Malaysia’s Jacklyn Victor and the Philippines’ very own KC Concepcion combining for the
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song “Together We Will Shine.”

Then came the centerpiece of the show, where an alternating cast of hundreds, aided by the
stadium field turned into a giant screen, acted out a series of intricate choreographies that
summarized this city’s evolution marked by its lead role in the formation and expansion of the
Srivijaya kingdom that controlled a large part of Indonesia, Malaysia and Thailand from the 7th to
the 13th centuries.

There were other dance tributes, including one for the majestic Musi river that divides the city into
two, another for the South Sumatra coastline that has been nicknamed “The Golden Peninsula”
and one where school children extolled the youth to reach out for their dreams, particularly in
sports.
